	Children across all year groups have used the outdoor PE equipment.  Observation at play times and pupil voice indicated that children regularly engaged with the new equipment. 
-The pupils chose a walk as an activity for an end of term treat.  Pupils reported the enjoyment of the walk and how it benefited the environment, in feedback sought.
-Children really enjoyed the clubs on offer and many attended specifically for interest, not solely for childcare reasons. 
Staff felt more confident in the progression of skills for the different components of PE. The new equipment was well utilized in both curricular and extra-curricular time.
Pupils in UKS2 have enjoyed leading the whole school assembly on monitoring and managing the new equipment and look forward to being equipment monitors next year. Collab oration and co-operation has increased especially among LKS2 pupils.
Parents commented on how well the mixed house groups worked and how inclusive and supportive the children were. Every child loved the event and  felt they had contributed to their team.  



The assessment in PE is a priority as we make our curriculum development journey.  We work closely with Sports4All providers to    upskill staff and ensure that immediate support and assessment of skills and next steps is achieved for those requiring more support and those who are demonstrating higher levels of skill.

Healthy lifestyles and awareness of the positive impact on wellbeing and good mental health is an ongoing focus and whereas our site prohibits many of our pupils walking to school we offer opportunities for our pupils to implement walks around the local area to support first hand experiences in Geography, RE, Science and Art.
